       DIVISIONS/ELIGIBILITY

Divisions


The program is divided into divisions for youth competitors 17 and under and adult competitors 18 and over.  Youth exhibitors may compete on mares or geldings only, while adults may use horses of any sex.  


Horses nominated in the adult division may have more then one exhibitor, but all exhibitors must be current LSGPHA members. Horses nominated in the youth division will be horse/rider combination and must be LSGPHA members.

Eligibility



In both the youth and adult divisions of the program, written nomination must be made listing the name of the horse and the owner and the rider.  If ownership changes and if both parties were members of the LSGPHA prior to selling, points shall follow the horse, unless it is a youth horse/rider combination.  Otherwise, a new point record shall begin.  There is a one-time $20.00 nomination fee for participation in this state-wide program.  This is not an annual award program.  It is an achievement program.


Leased horses are eligible, except in owner classes, as long as the lease agreement including who will be showing the horse is recorded with LSGPHA.


LSGPHA membership is required for both owners and exhibitors of horses participating in the program.


All classes are open classes unless specified as an amateur class.


You may earn points in all breed shows, but the show must have a licensed judge.


Youths 17 and under are eligible to show mares and geldings only.  Horses must be flat shod.  


Adults 18 and over are eligible to show stallions, mares, and geldings.  Horses must be flat shod.


Points will start counting when the owner is a LSGPHA member and the horse is nominated.


Misrepresentation of facts in your point book will result in the nullification of the entire year’s points.  List all classes in which you participated at a given show.


For point validation, a copy of your point book, along with copies of your show premiums must be submitted by December 1st each year. If you have earned an award prior to December, you can mail the book in at that time.       AWARDS

Annual Register of Merit (Adult-20 points) (Youth-15 points)

· Any one versatility, pleasure or model event.  Points must be earned in one year (January 1st to December 1st).

Model Championship (Adult-40 points) (Youth-30 points)

· Points earned in Model

· OR with a minimum of 20 points for Youth in model, additional points may be earned in Showmanship at Halter.

English or Western Pleasure Championship (Adult-150 points) (Youth-100 points)

Not a combination of both

· Points earned in Western Pleasure (two-gait or canter classes)

· Points earned in English Pleasure (two-gait or canter classes)

Versatility Championship (Adult-100 points) (Youth-75 points)

· A minimum of 5 events with at least 15 points for Adult and (10 points for Youth) in each of the 5 events.

· Additional points can be earned in other versatility events OR all points can be earned in the original 5 events.

  HOW AWARDED

In both youth and adult divisions points will be awarded on the basis placement and number of entries in a given class.  

All classes will be conducted under the rules of each perspective breed/HIO, depending, on the affiliation of each show attended.  All dispute resolutions will be clarified by using the (AHSA) American Horse Show Association rules.  All decisions made by the Versatility committee shall be final.

Please fill in your point book completely and remember to save a copy of each show schedule/premium to be mailed in with your point book.  Remember to take this point book to your shows and events and have a show official sign the book verifying your placing in the events.

Adult points will be awarded to the horse.

Youth points will be awarded to the horse/rider combination.

Points must be won under a licensed judge.  The judge’s license and/or licensing organization must be listed in your point book. *Judge steward/in training will be accepted.
LSGPHA Point System

Points are accumulated as follows:

Each horse earns ½ point for every horse he places over, with a maximum of:

· 7 points for first place (includes bonus point)*

· 5 points for second place

· 4 points for third place

· 3 points for fourth place

· 2 points for fifth place

· 1 point for sixth place

*If there are more then 3 horses in a class, the first place winner also receives 1 bonus point.
